Class Rules

Commonly Confused Words
Commonly confused words will be completed through noredink.com and mini-projects. Assignments will be due on Tuesdays.

Bell Ringers
Bell ringers will be placed on the board each day for students to complete. The answer(s) will be checked in class. 
Students will turn in bell ringers every two weeks on Friday. (There will also be unannounced bell ringer checks.)
Students who miss class must complete the bell ringer they missed. They can do this by checking Schoology or asking a classmate for the material. However, students must do this before Friday when bell ringers are due. 

Due Dates
Homework is due upon student’s arrival to class. CCW homework will not be accepted late!
If a student is on campus at any time the day an assignment is due, the assignment must be turned in upon arrival or before dismissal. This includes school-related activities. 

Make-Up Work 
Make-up work is the student’s responsibility. All assignments are uploaded to the Schoology platform.
Students have three days total to make-up an assignment after an excused absence. If the student fails to make-up the assignment in the allotted time a grade of zero will then be recorded for the assignment.
