Course Description:
The goal of the Driver and Traffic Safety Education program is for students to learn the fundamentals of safe and responsible driving within a variety of environments.  Students will attain a minimum of 30 hours of classroom instruction.  Actual hands-on or performance-based driving experience in a vehicle under the supervision of a certified driver education teacher is also required. 
DRIVER EDUCATION is not simply to TEACH YOU TO DRIVE.  It is to enhance, improve, and further your driving training.  YOU MUST DRIVE WITH YOUR PARENT AWAY FROM SCHOOL TO BECOME COMPETENT ENOUGH TO TAKE YOUR DRIVING TEST.  Drive time in class is not enough to become competent.

$30 Course Fee—You cannot drive OR receive your yellow card OR receive your certificate of completion without paying your fee.

3 Ring binder with Divider Tabs—you will need 8 tabs. 
(Boating, Ch.1&2, Ch.6, SIPDE/Smith, Ch.5, Ch.3, Ch.4, Ch.7)
Binder needs to be at least ½” thick.

3rd Party Testing
As a 3rd party testing agency, you can take your driving test thru this class.  However, before your name can be submitted for a license, you must take and pass the written test to obtain your learner’s permit.  This test must be taken at one of the ALEA testing offices.  You must make an 80 or better to pass this exam.  This exam comes directly from the Alabama Driver Manual.  We will cover that information in this class and take practice exams, but you must go to one of the ALEA testing offices to take the official test. 3rd Party testing will occur following the 20th day of class. We will begin driving in week 5 of the class. We will drive until the end of the quarter. For those of you who wish to take your driving test with Coach Dearmon—you must have it completed by the end of the quarter. If you pass your test AND pay your course fee, you will be given a certificate that you can take to the DMV and receive your license.  You must drive with me at least 1 time before testing unless an arrangement has been made with Coach Dearmon pertaining to such things as an early birthday. Coach Dearmon will determine when you are ready to take your Driving Exam.  If you want to take it before he thinks you are ready—you can always go to the DMV if you are 16 AND you have had your permit for 6 months or longer.  Taking Driver’s Ed does not guarantee that you will take or pass your Driving test with Coach Dearmon.
You must have an average of 70 in the “Book Portion” of Driver’s Ed in order to be eligible to drive with Coach Dearmon
Please Note:  You must have had your Learner’s Permit for 6 months before you are eligible to receive your driver’s license.
How to Obtain my Driver’s “Road” Certificate (IN DRIVER’S ED) to receive your license
1 Pay your course fee--$30.00

2 Have a 70 average or above in Driver’s Ed
3 Have your learners permit for at least 6 months—exceptions may be made in certain situations.
4 Pass your Driving Test with Coach Dearmon
Taking and passing Drivers Ed DOES NOT guarantee that you will pass your Driving Test with Coach Dearmon!!
